Delete the existing , ,  and  directories in " ":jw.war jwdesigner.war jw jwdesigner [Joget Installation Directory]/apache-tomcat-x.x.x/webapps

Delete the Apache Tomcat working directories i.e. the " " and " " directories in " ".jw jwdesigner [Joget Installation Directory]/apache-tomcat-x.x.x/work/Catalina/localhost

Copy the new   and   files into the Apache Tomcat webapps directory " ".jw.war jwdesigner.war [Joget Installation Directory]/apache-tomcat-x.x.x/webapps

Start Apache Tomcat / Joget
